(Dr. T. J. Cade, Dr. W. Baumgart & Dr. C. M. White),
(6) population ecology of owls (Dr. E. Korpimiki & Dr.
Pietidinen), (7) the biology of extirpated, rare or lesser
known owls (Dr. R. J. Clark & Dr. H. Mikkola), (8)

inaccessible to ornithologists from the West and where
there are good chances to observe White-tailed Eagle,
Osprey, Lesser Spotted Eagle, Hen Harrier, Montagu’s
Harrier, Red Kite, Peregrine Falcon, Great Bustard,
Black Stork, etc.
